There are some 
programmes that are conversion Master’s which are 15 – 24 months 
long.

Students with 
lower GPA’s can be accepted, however their placement options will be 
limited to lower-tariff UK universities only.
In addition, you need to have English Language certificate with a 
minimum of IELTS 5.0 or equivalent (5.5. IELTS for January intake).
